Report on National Conference on Wireless Technologies, 3G Cellular Network
Services And Applications:

IETE Pune Centre organized a highly successful conference on the above theme on 8™,9"
and 10™ Jan 2010. The venue was Padmashri Dr. D. Y. Patil Institute of Engg &
Technology, Pimpri, Pune. The conference was largely attended and highly appreciated.
Learned speakers from different parts of the country presented technical papers with rich
content.

The conference was inaugurated on 9™ Jan, by the Chief Guest, Shri Aloke Kaul, Chief
General Manager BSNL Maharashtra Telecom Circle who came from Mumbai. The
presiding dignitary was Shri R K Gupta Council Member, Chairman Technical
Programmes Committee, IETE HQ New Delhi and former Engineer in Chief
Doordarshan.

Shri RK Gupta in his presidential address congratulated IETE Pune for its excellent
performance and praised the DY Patil Institutions for their support and teamwork in
organizing the conference and mentioned about the various activities of IETE like virtual
lab CDs, and countrywide E-Lan Edusat based classrooms which are about to be
introduced in 8 major cities in the first phase.
